WHAT THE LICENSING AGENCY DOES

Wisits each FCC home before issuing a license.
+Does criminal background checks

and child abuse index checks on all adults in the home.
*Requires tuberculosis (TB) tests of providers.
*Investigates complaints.
*Makes unannounced visits to the FCC home.
*Denies applications and revokes licenses when needed.

WHAT SHOULD PARENTS DO?
* Ask to see the FCC home license. Homes caring for
children from more than one family must be licensed.
* Check the condition of the FCC home frequently.
Parents have the legal right to “drop in” at any time care is
being provided.
* Know your rights as a parent by reading and keeping the
Notification of Parents’ Rights form.
» Watch how your child acts in the home.
sListen to what your child tells you about the care received
in the home.
* Talk with the provider about any problems. Inform the
provider of anything in the home, which could hurt your
child.
* Call the licensing agency if the provider fails to fix a
hazard or if you believe your child has been harmed while
in the provider's care.
* Ask to see the licensing reports on file in the home.
* Call the licensing office and ask about your provider's
licensing file.
* Make sure the Parent’s Rights Poster is displayed in the
home.
¢ Ask if there are any adults in the home that have a
criminal background.

HOW TO FILE A COMPLAINT
If you think a FCC provider is breaking the licensing laws,
you may file a complaint with the local licensing office.

Family Child Care is provided in the home of a licensed
provider. Family Child Care homes provide a home like
setting. Making sure that licensed Family Child Care
homes are providing safe care is the job of the licensing
agency, the parents, and the provider.

Largecare is for up to 14 children, with an adult assistant.

* At least two of the children are at least 6 years old.

* No more than three infants are cared for during any time
when more than 12 children are being cared for.

Smallcare may provide care for up to 8 children.

No assistant is required in the small setting.

* At least two of the children are at least 6 years old.

* No more than two infants are cared for during any time
when more than six children are cared for.

For Both
* Providers own children count in this ration.
* An infant is any child under age 2 years old.
